Criteria
The application should include a clear budget (for applications under Part 3, a detailed budget calculation must be attached).
Salary costs are not covered, with the exception of applications concerning the preparation and implementation of Erasmus+ agreements. However, small fees for international guests may also be included in the applications.
Applicants should hold a permanent position at Södertörn University.
Priorities
Applications aimed at collaborative partnerships in education.
Applications aimed at collaborative partnerships in research.
Applications aimed at international calls.
Applicants who have not previously received funding under this call will be given priority.
